Checking ProGrip’s Batt ery 
Power Level

Align your smartphone to the center 
of the clamp, indicated by the 
markings on the clamp arms
Push down the lower arm with your 
smartphone to open up the clamp

Press the shutt er butt on on ProGrip. 
The blinking blue LED indicates 
pairing mode is acti ve.

A solid blue LED light indicates
